 No matter what the changing 
season brought, in scarcity or 
abundance, they bore good fruit.  

Paul was a messenger of hope and 
trust in Jesus' life-giving gospel. His 
faith in Jesus reached beyond the 
grave. If our hope is limited to this 
life, we are to be pitied, for we are 
the deadest of the dead. Jesus has 
been raised from the dead; he is the 
first fruit of all who will one day 
reign with him.  
 Jesus tells us where we can find 
true happiness. The reign of God 
belongs to anyone who hungers and 
thirsts for it. Whoever suffers 

persecution for the sake of the truth 
will be filled with joy and eternal 
happiness.
