since we have been back, 
but I want to write a few 
paragraphs of information 
regarding our trip. The week 
began in San Salvador where 
we visited the historical 
sites, especially surrounding 
Archbishop Romero. This 
time we spent a few hours 
there at the university 
getting information on 
cooperatives. Later in the 
week we actually visited a 
place that has a cooperative 
for corn and beans. The next 
day we arrived in Berlin and 
got settled in. We visited 
two marginalized schools of 
very poor kids. Then we 
were off to a rehabilitation 
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a very lively, yet sad 
experience. The staff has 
very few resources. Then we 
visited a daycare for poor 
pre-schoolers. Our parish 
financially supports each of 
the places I just mentioned.  
 Then we spent three days 
at the canton of El Recreo. 
We took time to view the 
corn crop which is assisted 
by the fertilizer you donated 
last spring. Then there was a 
leadership meeting that 
reported on all the progress 
of the past months and 
talked about future projects. 
Certainly the continuation of 
our grade and high school 

support is key for them. 
There was also talk of a corn 
sheller and a computer for 
the high school youth. We 
celebrated a beautiful mass 
followed by a dinner we 
sponsor for the community. . 
. there were about 500 
there. Then on the last day 
we visited all the schools. 
We had not been to the 
middle school (7-9) where 
we have 25 kids or the high  
school (10-12) where we 
supported 18. They were 
very proud to show us their 
schools. The schools are 
basic rooms for each grade 

and a few teachers teach all 
the high school classes. We 
are trying to find ways we 
can support them past high 
school, but it becomes more 
expensive . . . about $2,000 
for college or trade school.
